Dear Parent:

Ell-Saline High School is now preparing for our Driver Education class which will be held this summer.  Mr. John Johnson and Mr. Chris Carazo will be the instructors.  Fees for the class total $152.00. ($2.00 for state registration and $150 for the driving program)  Please send $2.00 when enrolling (make check to Ell-Saline High School) and the remaining $150.00 will be due by the first day of class.  For a student to be eligible for this class he/she must meet one of the following criteria:

1.  The student must be 15 years of age by Aug. 31st, 2013  and  have completed his/her freshman year.  The student must also pass an eye-screening test in order to drive.  Vision screening will be held at Ell-Saline High School by the school nurse. 
2.   A student who is 14 and has obtained a farm permit prior to the first day of class. 
Classroom instruction will be (May 22th-24th, 28th-31st)   Class will meet at Ell-Saline High School from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon. There will be outside speakers and demonstrations which also will be part of the class time.  Students will be responsible for providing their own transportation to and from class.  Note: (In the event of a conflict with state baseball, softball or track on Thursday or Friday, May 23rd. or 24th, another day or two would be added.) 
Driving times will be addressed and scheduled at a later time once the class enrollment has been determined.  Each student will drive an estimated 6 hours. A sign-up sheet will be filled out for driving times. The students will have some choices as to when they will drive. Student will be picked up at their house and dropped off at their house.
If your student has other commitments which will not allow him/her to attend all hours of classroom instruction time, please do not sign your student up for the class.  In the event we should have to limit the number of students taking the class, our older students will have first priority.

We realize how important a good driving program is and will do our best to provide a positive experience for your child.  The number one cause of death in teenagers is auto accidents.  Studies show that students who participate in Driver’s Ed. programs are less likely to have accidents than students who do not take Driver’s Ed.
